He carried; Yet we ourselves esteemed Him stricken, Smitten of 

God, and afflicted.5 But He was [f]pierced through for our 

transgressions, He was crushed for our iniquities; The

Constable-Nevertheless, it is entirely possible that John, as the 

son of a supposedly prosperous fisherman (cf. Mark 1:19-20), 

did indeed have such a relationship. 

John 13:23-24- There was reclining on Jesus’ bosom one of His 

disciples, whom Jesus loved. 24 So Simon Peter *gestured to 

him, and *said to him, “Tell us who it is of whom He is 

speaking.” 

vs 17 

John 13:37-Peter *said to Him, “Lord, why can I not follow You 

right now? I will lay down my life for You.” 

John 21:18-19-Truly, truly, I say to you, when you were 

younger, you used to gird yourself and walk wherever you 

wished; but when you grow old, you will stretch out your hands 

and someone else will gird you, and bring you where you do not 

wish to go.”
