22 [a]But if I am to live on in the flesh, this will mean fruitful 

labor for me; and I do not know [b]which to choose. 23 But I am 

hard-pressed from both directions, having the desire to depart 

and be with Christ, for that is very much better. 

 

John 14:2-3- In My Father’s house are many dwelling places; if 

it were not so, I would have told you; for I go to prepare a place 

for you. 3 If I go and prepare a place for you, I will come again 

and receive you to Myself, that where I am, there you may be 

also. 

 

2 Cor. 4:16-18-  Therefore we do not lose heart, but though our 

outer man is decaying, yet our inner man is being renewed day 

by day. 17 For momentary, light affliction is producing for us an 

eternal weight of glory far beyond all comparison, 18 while we 

look not at the things which are seen, but at the things which are 

not seen; for the things which are seen are temporal, but the 

things which are not seen are eternal. 

 

Eph 1:13-14- In Him, you also, after listening to the message of 

truth, the gospel of your salvation—having also believed, you 

were sealed in Him with the Holy Spirit of promise, 14 who is 

given as a pledge of our inheritance, with a view to the 

redemption of God’s own possession, to the praise of His glory.

John 12:31-  Now judgment is upon this world; now the ruler of 

this world will be cast out.

1 John 2:15-17- Do not love the world nor the things in the 

world. If anyone loves the world, the love of the Father is not in 

him. 16 For all that is in the world, the lust of the flesh and the 

lust of the eyes and the boastful pride of life, is not from the 

Father, but is from the world. 17 The world is passing away, and 

also its lusts; but the one who does the will of God lives forever. 

 

2 Cor. 5:21-  He made Him who knew no sin to be sin on our 

behalf, so that we might become the righteousness of God in 

Him. 

 

John 5:23- so that all will honor the Son even as they honor the 

Father. He who does not honor the Son does not honor the 

Father who sent Him. 

 

John 14:6- Jesus *said to him, “I am the way, and the truth, and 

the life; no one comes to the Father but through Me. 

John 14:7-9- If you had known Me, you would have known My 

Father also; from now on you know Him, and have seen 

Him.”8 Philip *said to Him, “Lord, show us the Father, and it is 

enough for us.” 9 Jesus *said to him, “Have I been so long with 

you, and yet you have not come to know Me, Philip? He who 

has seen Me has seen the Father; how can you say, ‘Show us the 

Father’? 

2 Peter 3:18- but grow in the grace and knowledge of our Lord 

and Savior Jesus Christ. To Him be the glory, both now and to 

the day of eternity. Amen.
