Matthew 27:32-As they were coming out, they found a man of 

Cyrene named Simon, [o]whom they pressed into service to bear 

His cross. 

Luke 23:27-32-nd following Him was a large crowd of the 

people, and of women who were [f]mourning and lamenting 

Him. 28 But Jesus turning to them said, “Daughters of Jerusalem, 

stop weeping for Me, but weep for yourselves and for your 

children. 29 For behold, the days are coming when they will say,

To breathe, it was necessary to 

push with the legs and pull with the arms to keep the chest 

cavity open and functioning. Terrible muscle spasm [sic] 

wracked the entire body; but since collapse meant asphyxiation, 

the strain went on and on. This is also why the sedecula [a piece 

of wood that served as a small seat in some cases] . . . prolonged

ME.7 ‘BUT IN VAIN DO THEY WORSHIP ME, TEACHING AS 

DOCTRINES THE PRECEPTS OF MEN.’8 Neglecting the 

commandment of God, you hold to the tradition of men.”9 He 

was also saying to them, “You are experts at setting aside the 

commandment of God in order to keep your tradition. 10 For 

Moses said, ‘HONOR YOUR FATHER AND YOUR MOTHER’; and, 

‘HE WHO SPEAKS EVIL OF FATHER OR MOTHER, IS TO [a]

5 But to the one who does not 

work, but believes in Him who justifies the ungodly, his faith is 

credited as righteousness.
