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Blum-Jesus may have introduced Himself to Mary first because 

she had so earnestly sought Him. She was at the cross while He 

was dying (John 19:25), and she went to His tomb early on 

Sunday morning (20:1). 

 

As Barrett put it, ". . .she is trying to recapture the past." 

 

John 16:6-7- But because I have said these things to you, sorrow 

has filled your heart. 7 But I tell you the truth, it is to your 

advantage that I go away; for if I do not go away, the [a]Helper 

will not come to you; but if I go, I will send Him to you. 

 

1 Cor. 15:20-23-But now Christ has been raised from the dead, 

the first fruits of those who are asleep. 21 For since by a man 

came death, by a man also came the resurrection of the dead. 
22 For as in Adam all die, so also in [a]Christ all will be made 

alive. 23 But each in his own order: Christ the first fruits, after 

that those who are Christ’s at His coming.

Blum-"The fact that He appeared to Mary rather than to Pilate or 

Caiaphas or to one of His disciples is significant. That a woman 

would be the first to see Him is an evidence of Jesus' electing 

love as well as a mark of the narrative's historicity. No Jewish 

author in the ancient world would have invented a story with a 

woman as the first witness to this most important event. 

 

John 4:27-At this point His disciples came, and they were 

amazed that He had been speaking with a woman, yet no one 

said, “What do You seek?” or, “Why do You speak with her?” 

 

Certain Jews prayed in this time period, "thank God I’m not a 

dog, a gentile, or a woman." (Menahoth 43b-44)
