Morris-"There can be little doubt but that the whole scene is
meant to show us Peter as completely restored to his position of
leadership. . . . It is further worth noting that the one thing about
which Jesus questioned Peter prior to commissioning him to
tend the flock was love. This is the basic qualification for
Christian service. Other qualities may be desirable, but love is
completely indispensable (cf. 1 Cor.13:1-3)."

1 Cor. 13:1-3-If | speak with the tongues of men and of angels,
but do not have love, | have become a noisy gong or a clanging
cymbal. 2 If | have the gift of prophecy, and know all mysteries
and all knowledge; and if | have all faith, so as to remove
mountains, but do not have love, | am nothing. * And if | give all
my possessions to feed the poor, and if | surrender my body “to
be burned, but do not have love, it profits me nothing.

Eusebius, Ecclesiastical History, 2.25.5-Thus publicly
announcing himself as the first among God’s chief enemies, he
was led on to the slaughter of the apostles. It is, therefore,
recorded that Paul was beheaded in Rome itself,>* and that
Peter likewise was crucified under Nero.2* This account of
Peter and Paul is substantiated by the fact that their names are
preserved in the cemeteries of that place even to the present day.

Eusebius, Ecclesiastical History, 3.1.2-Peter appears to have
preached®™ in Pontus, Galatia, Bithynia, Cappadocia, and
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Asia>™ to the Jews of the dispersion. And at last, having come
to Rome, he was crucified head-downwards;*’* for he had
requested that he might suffer in this way. What do we need
to say concerning Paul, who preached the Gospel of Christ from
Jerusalem to Illyricum,>” and afterwards suffered martyrdom in
Rome under Nero?> These facts are related by Origen in the

third volume of his Commentary on Genesis.

John 13:19-From now on | am telling you before it comes to
pass, so that when it does occur, you may believe that | am He.

John 13:22-25- The disciples began looking at one another, at a
loss to know of which one He was speaking. % There was
reclining on Jesus’ bosom one of His disciples, whom Jesus
loved. ** So Simon Peter *gestured to him, and *said to him,

thus on Jesus’ bosom, *said to Him, “Lord, who 1s it?”
