Eusebius, Ecclesiastical History, 3.1.2-Peter appears to have 

preached570 in Pontus, Galatia, Bithynia, Cappadocia, and 

Asia571 to the Jews of the dispersion. And at last, having come 

to Rome, he was crucified head-downwards;
572

 for he had 

requested that he might suffer in this way. What do we need 

to say concerning Paul, who preached the Gospel of Christ from 

Jerusalem to Illyricum,573 and afterwards suffered martyrdom in 

Rome under Nero?574 These facts are related by Origen in the 

third volume of his Commentary on Genesis.

A few years back date-setting fever swept through the Christian 

community in Korea advocating September 28, 1992 as the date 

of the Lord's return. 
 

Ice-"The most famous date-setter in American history was the 

Baptist William Miller...He took the 2300 days from Daniel 8:14 

when 'the holy place will be properly restored' and turned them 

into years. Miller's starting year was 457 B.C., the time when 

Nebuchadnezzar profaned the Temple in Jerusalem. When you 

add them up you arrive at the year 1843 as the time of Christ's 

second coming. But when that year came and went, like any 

other year, it was discovered that a year had been left out for the 

shift from B.C. to A.D., thus 1844 was the true year...However, 

it too came and went and Miller's scheme became known as the 

'Great Disappointment.'"
