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John 2:23-Now when He was in Jerusalem at the Passover, 

during the feast, many believed in His name, observing His 

signs which He was doing.

1 Tim 3:4-7-He must be one who manages his own household 

well, keeping his children under control with all dignity 5 (but if 

a man does not know how to manage his own household, how 

will he take care of the church of God?), 6 and not a new 

convert, so that he will not become conceited and fall into the 

condemnation [d]incurred by the devil. 7 And he must have a 

good reputation with those outside the church, so that he will not 

fall into reproach and the snare of the devil. 

1 Tim 3:10-These men must also first be tested; then let them 

serve as deacons if they are beyond reproach. 

2 Tim. 4:6-For I am already being poured out as a drink 

offering, and the time of my departure has come. 

Acts 19:9-10-But when some were becoming hardened and 

disobedient, speaking evil of the Way before the [c]people, he 

withdrew from them and took away the disciples, reasoning 

daily in the school of Tyrannus. 10 This took place for two years, 

so that all who lived in [d]Asia heard the word of the Lord, both 

Jews and Greeks.

Obviously Paul did not mean that a minister should always give 

all of his time to preaching and teaching, to the exclusion of any 

tent-making activities. He meant that he should not let other

24 Five times I received from the Jews thirty-nine 

lashes. 25 Three times I was beaten with rods, once I was stoned, 

three times I was shipwrecked, a night and a day I have spent in 

the deep. 26 I have been on frequent journeys, in dangers from 

rivers, dangers from robbers, dangers from my countrymen, 

dangers from the Gentiles, dangers in the city, dangers in the 

wilderness, dangers on the sea, dangers among false brethren; 
27 I have been in labor and hardship, [k]through many sleepless

nights, in hunger and thirst, often without food, in cold and 
[l]exposure. 28 Apart from such [m]external things, there is the 

daily pressure on me of concern for all the churches. 29 Who is 

weak without my being weak? Who is [n]led into sin [o]without 

my intense concern?30 If I have to boast, I will boast of what 

pertains to my weakness. 31 The God and Father of the Lord 

Jesus, He who is blessed forever, knows that I am not lying. 32 In 

Damascus the ethnarch under Aretas the king was guarding the 

city of the Damascenes in order to seize me, 33 and I was let 

down in a basket through a window [p]in the wall, and so escaped 

his hands. 

Philip 1:12-18-Now I want you to know, brethren, that my 

circumstances have turned out for the greater progress of the 

gospel, 13 so that my [i]imprisonment in the cause of Christ has 

become well known throughout the whole [j]praetorian guard and 

to everyone else, 14 and that most of the [k]brethren, trusting in 

the Lord because of my [l]imprisonment, have far more courage 

to speak the word of God without fear. 15 Some, to be sure, are 

preaching Christ even [m]from envy and strife, but some also 
[n]from good will; 16 the latter do it out of love, knowing that I 

am appointed for the defense of the gospel; 17 the former 

proclaim Christ out of selfish ambition [o]rather than from pure 

motives, thinking to cause me distress in my [p]imprisonment. 
18 What then? Only that in every way, whether in pretense or in 

truth, Christ is proclaimed; and in this I rejoice.
