24 When he had
begun to settle them, one who owed him [b]ten thousand talents
was brought to him. 25 But since he [c]did not have the

means to repay, his lord commanded him to be sold, along with
his wife and children and all that he had, and repayment to be
made. 26 So the slave fell to the ground and prostrated himself
before him, saying, ‘Have patience with me and I will repay you
everything.’27 And the lord of that slave felt compassion and
released him and forgave him the [d]debt. 28 But that slave went
out and found one of his fellow slaves who owed him a

hundred [e]denarii; and he seized him and began to choke him,
saying, ‘Pay back what you owe.” 29 So his fellow slave fell to
the ground and began to plead with him, saying, ‘Have patience
with me and I will repay you.’30 But he was unwilling [f]land
went and threw him in prison until he should pay back what was
owed. 31 So when his fellow slaves saw what had happened,
they were deeply grieved and came and reported to their lord all
that had happened.32 Then summoning him, his lord *said to
him, ‘You wicked slave, I forgave you all that debt because you

pleaded with me. 33 Should you not also have had mercy on
your fellow slave, in the same way that | had mercy on

you?’ 34 And his lord, moved with anger, handed him over to
the torturers until he should repay all that was owed him. 35 My
heavenly Father will also do the same to you, if each of you does
not forgive his brother from [g]your heart.”

From Thomas Jefferson to Uriah McGregory, 13 August 1800-"1
know that I might have filled the courts of the United States with
actions for these slanders, & have ruined perhaps many persons
who are not innocent. But this would be no equivalent in the
[loss of my own] character [by retaliating against them]. | leave
them therefore to the reproof of their own consciences. If these
do not condemn them, there will yet come a day when the false
witness will meet a judge who has not slept over his slanders."

We have neglected to discipline our children and called it
building esteem.

We have abused power and called it political savvy.

We have coveted our neighbors' possessions and called it
ambition.

We have polluted the air with profanity and pornography and



called it freedom of expression.

We have ridiculed the time-honored values of our fore-fathers
and called it enlightenment.

Search us oh God and know our hearts today; try us and see if
there be some wicked way in us; cleanse us from every sin and
set us free.

Guide and bless these men and women who have been sent here
by the people of Kansas, and who have been ordained by You,
to govern this great state. Grant them Your wisdom to rule and
may their decisions direct us to the center of Your will. | ask it
in the name of Your Son, the Living Savior, Jesus Christ.

Amen."
