Guthrie-"Christian reproof without the grace of long-suffering
has often led to a harsh, censorious attitude intensely harmful to
the cause of Christ. But the other requirement is equally
essential, for correction must be intelligently understood and
hence based on 'teaching'. To rebuke without instruction is to
leave the root cause of error untouched."132
