Rev. 9:20-21- The rest of [r]mankind, who were not killed by 
these plagues, did not repent of the works of their hands, so as 
not to worship demons, and the idols of gold and of silver and of 
brass and of stone and of wood, which can neither see nor hear 



nor walk; 21 and they did not repent of their murders nor of 
their sorceries nor of their immorality nor of their thefts. 

Rev. 16:9- Men were scorched with [g]fierce heat; and 
they blasphemed the name of God who has the power over these 
plagues, and they did not repent so as to give Him glory. 

Rev. 16:11- and they blasphemed the God of heaven because of 
their pains and their sores; and they did not repent of their deeds. 

Rev. 16:21- And huge [n]hailstones, about [o]one hundred pounds 
each, *came down from heaven upon men; and men blasphemed 
God because of the plague of the hail, because its plague *was 
extremely [p]severe. 

Rev. 6:15- Then the kings of the earth and the great men and 
the [m]commanders and the rich and the strong and every slave 
and free man hid themselves in the caves and among the rocks 
of the mountains.
