Even 
those who knew Hitler from his early days were well aware of 
his occult powers. August Kubizek, a friend, said, ‘It was as if 
another being spoke out of his body.… It was not a case of a 
speaker carried away by his own words…I felt as though he 
himself listened with astonishment and emotion to what broke 
forth from him.’”1

Gal. 4:24-This is allegorically speaking, for these women are 
two covenants: one proceeding from Mount Sinai bearing 
children who are to be slaves; she is Hagar. 

Gal. 3:24-Therefore the Law has become our tutor to lead 
us to Christ, so that we may be justified by faith.

Luke 1:17-It is he who will go as a forerunner before Him in 
the spirit and power of Elijah, TO TURN THE HEARTS OF THE 

FATHERS BACK TO THE CHILDREN, and the disobedient to the 
attitude of the righteous, so as to make ready a people prepared 
for the Lord. 

John 1:21-They asked him, “What then? Are you Elijah?” And 
he *said, “I am not.” “Are you the Prophet?” And he answered, 
“No.”
