Gen. 1:6-7-6 Then God said, “Let there be an expanse in the 
midst of the waters, and let it separate the waters from the 
waters.” 7 God made the expanse, and separated the waters 
which were below the expanse from the waters which were 
above the expanse; and it was so. 
 
Ps. 148:4-Praise Him, highest heavens, And the waters that are 
above the heavens! 
 
Gen. 1:24-25-24 Then God said, “Let the earth bring forth living 
creatures after their kind: cattle and creeping things and 
beasts of the earth after their kind”; and it was so. 25 God made 
the beasts of the earth after their kind, and the cattle after their 
kind, and everything that creeps on the ground after its kind; 
and God saw that it was good. 
 
Gen. 2:5-6-5 Now no shrub of the field was yet in the earth, and 
no plant of the field had yet sprouted, for the LORD God had 
not sent rain upon the earth, and there was no man to cultivate 
the ground. 6 But a mist used to rise from the earth and water the 
whole surface of the ground. 
 
Gen. 11:24-25-24 Nahor lived twenty-nine years, and became 
the father of Terah;25 and Nahor lived one hundred and 
nineteen years after he became the father of Terah, and he 
had other sons and daughters. 
 
2 Pet. 3:3-7-3 Know this first of all, that in the last days mockers 
will come with their mocking, following after their own 



lusts, 4 and saying, “Where is the promise of His coming? 
For ever since the fathers fell asleep, all continues just as it 
was from the beginning of creation.” 5 For when they maintain 
this, it escapes their notice that by the word of God the heavens 
existed long ago and the earth was formed out of water and by 
water, 6 through which the world at that time was destroyed, 
being flooded with water. 7 But by His word the present heavens 
and earth are being reserved for fire, kept for the day of 
judgment and destruction of ungodly men. 
 
Gen. 3:4-The serpent said to the woman, “You surely will not 
die!” 
 
John 8:44-You are of your father the devil, and you want to do 
the desires of your father. He was a murderer from the 
beginning, and does not stand in the truth because there is no 
truth in him. Whenever he speaks a lie, he speaks from his 
own nature, for he is a liar and the father of lies. 
 
Rom. 5:14-Nevertheless death reigned from Adam until Moses, 
even over those who had not sinned in the likeness of the 
offense of Adam, who is a type of Him who was to come. 
 
Rom. 6:23-For the wages of sin is death, but the free gift of 
God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord. 
 
Heb. 9:27-And in as much as it is appointed for men to die once 
and after this comes judgment. 
 
Jas. 4:14-Yet you do not know what your life will be like 
tomorrow. You are just a vapor that appears for a little while and

Heb. 11:5-By faith Enoch was taken up so that he would not see 
death; and he was not found because God took him up; for he 
obtained the witness that before his being taken up he was 
pleasing to God. 
 
1 Cor. 15:20-But now Christ has been raised from the dead, 
the first fruits of those who are asleep. 
 
1 Cor. 15:23-But each in his own order: Christ the first fruits, 
after that those who are Christ’s at His coming. 
 
Exod. 20:5-6-5 You shall not worship them or serve them; for I, 
the Lord your God, am a jealous God, visiting the iniquity of the 
fathers on the children, on the third and the fourth generations 
of those who hate Me, 6 but showing lovingkindness 
to thousands, to those who love Me and keep My 
commandments.

Jude 14-15-14 It was also about these men that Enoch, in the 
seventh generation from Adam, prophesied, saying, “Behold, 
the Lord came with many thousands of His holy ones, 15 to 
execute judgment upon all, and to convict all the ungodly of all 
their ungodly deeds which they have done in an ungodly way, 
and of all the harsh things which ungodly sinners have spoken 
against Him.” 
 
Gen. 15:16-Then in the fourth generation they will return here, 
for the iniquity of the Amorite is not yet complete. 



 
Ezek. 18:23-Do I have any pleasure in the death of the wicked,” 
declares the Lord God, “rather than that he should turn from his 
ways and live? 
 
Ezek. 18:32-For I have no pleasure in the death of anyone who 
dies,” declares the Lord God. “Therefore, repent and live.” 
 
1 Tim. 2:4-who desires all men to be saved and to come to 
the knowledge of the truth. 
 
1 Pet. 3:20-who once were disobedient, when the patience of 
God kept waiting in the days of Noah, during the construction 
of the ark, in which a few, that is, eight persons, were brought 
safely through the water. 
 
2 Pet. 3:8-9-8 But do not let this one fact escape your 
notice, beloved, that with the Lord one day is like a thousand 
years, and a thousand years like one day. 9 The Lord is not slow 
about His promise, as some count slowness, but is patient 
toward you, not wishing for any to perish but for all to come to 
repentance.

Gen. 9:20-21-20 Then Noah began farming and planted a 
vineyard. 21 He drank of the wine and became drunk, and 
uncovered himself inside his tent.
