2:1-4-First of all, then, I urge that entreaties and prayers,
petitions and thanksgivings, be made on behalf of all men, 2 for
kings and all who are in authority, so that we may lead a
tranquil and quiet life in all godliness and dignity. * This is good
and acceptable in the sight of God our Savior, 4 who desires all
men to be saved and to come to the knowledge of the truth.

Exod. 1:15-17-1° Then the king of Egypt spoke to the Hebrew
midwives, one of whom was named Shiphrah and the other was
named Puah; '®and he said, “When you are helping the Hebrew




women to give birth and see them upon the birthstool, if it is a
son, then you shall put him to death; but if it is a daughter, then
she shall live.”
