Acts 14:22-strengthening the souls of the disciples, encouraging 

them to continue in the faith, and saying, “Through many 

tribulations we must enter the kingdom of God. 

Jas 1:2-4-Consider it all joy, my brethren, when you encounter 

various [a]trials, 3 knowing that the testing of your faith produces

that hour which is about to come upon the whole [c]world, to 
[d]test those who dwell on the earth. 

Rev. 3:13-He who has an ear, let him hear what the Spirit says 

to the churches. 

Matt. 9:2-And they brought to Him a paralytic lying on a bed. 

Seeing their faith, Jesus said to the paralytic, “Take courage, 
[a]son; your sins are forgiven.” 

Matt. 9:22-But Jesus turning and seeing her said, “Daughter, 

take courage; your faith has [a]made you well.” [b]At once the 

woman was [c]made well. 

Matt. 14:27- But immediately Jesus spoke to them, saying, 

“Take courage, it is I; do not be afraid.” 

Mark 6:50-for they all saw Him and were [a]terrified. But 

immediately He spoke with them and *said to them, “Take 

courage; it is I, do not be afraid. 

Mark 10:49-And Jesus stopped and said, “Call him here.” So 

they *called the blind man, saying to him, “Take courage, stand 

up! He is calling for you.” 
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Acts 23:11-But on the night immediately following, the Lord 

stood at his side and said, “Take courage; for as you have 

solemnly witnessed to My cause at Jerusalem, so you must 

witness at Rome also.” 

John 14:18-I will not leave you as orphans; I will come to you. 

1 John 5:4-5-For whatever is [f]born of God overcomes the 

world; and this is the victory that has overcome the world—our 

faith.5 Who is the one who overcomes the world, but he who 

believes that Jesus is the Son of God? 

1 John 2:17-The world is passing away, and also its lusts; but 

the one who does the will of God lives forever. 

1 John 4:4-You are from God, little children, and have overcome 

them; because greater is He who is in you than he who is in the 

world. 

Rom. 8:35-39- Who will separate us from the love of [a]Christ? 

Will tribulation, or distress, or persecution, or famine, or 

nakedness, or peril, or sword? 36 Just as it is written, “FOR YOUR 

SAKE WE ARE BEING PUT TO DEATH ALL DAY LONG; WE WERE 

CONSIDERED AS SHEEP TO BE SLAUGHTERED.”37 But in all these 

things we overwhelmingly conquer through Him who loved us. 
38 For I am convinced that neither death, nor life, nor angels, nor 

principalities, nor things present, nor things to come, nor 

powers, 39 nor height, nor depth, nor any other created thing, will 

be able to separate us from the love of God, which is in Christ 

Jesus our Lord.

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Rev. 2:8, 10, 8-And to the angel of the church in Smyrna write: 

The first and the last, who [a]was dead, and has come to life, says 

this...10 Do not fear what you are about to suffer. Behold, the 

devil is about to cast some of you into prison, so that you will be 

tested, and you will have tribulation for ten days. [b]Be faithful 

until death, and I will give you the crown of life.

And yet not one of them will fall to the ground apart 

from your Father. 30 But the very hairs of your head are all 

numbered. 

13:20-21-Now the God of peace, who brought up from the 

dead the great Shepherd of the sheep [g]through the blood of the 

eternal covenant, even Jesus our Lord, 21 equip you in every 

good thing to do His will, working in us that which is pleasing in 

His sight, through Jesus Christ, to whom be the glory forever 

and ever. Amen. 
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
