15 The captain of the LORD’S host said to 
Joshua, “Remove your sandals from your feet, for the place where you 
are standing is holy.” And Joshua did so. 
 
Matt 4:10- Then Jesus *said to him, “Go, Satan! For it is written, ‘YOU

I am a 
fellow servant of yours and of your brethren the prophets and of those 
who heed the words of this book. Worship God.” 
 
Gen 18:1-5- Now the LORD appeared to him by the oaks of Mamre, 
while he was sitting at the tent door in the heat of the day. 2 When he 
lifted up his eyes and looked, behold, three men were standing opposite 
him; and when he saw them, he ran from the tent door to meet them and 
bowed himself to the earth, 3 and said, “My Lord, if now I have found 
favor in Your sight, please do not pass Your servant by. 4 Please let a 
little water be brought and wash your feet, and rest yourselves under the 
tree; 5 and I will bring a piece of bread, that you may refresh yourselves; 
after that you may go on, since you have visited your servant.” And they 
said, “So do, as you have said.” 
 
Gen 18:22- Then the men turned away from there and went toward 
Sodom, while Abraham was still standing before the LORD. 
 
Gen 19:1- Now the two angels came to Sodom in the evening as Lot was 
sitting in the gate of Sodom. When Lot saw them, he rose to meet them 
and bowed down with his face to the ground 
John 1:1-2- In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, 
and the Word was God.

Luke 19:42-  saying, “If you had known in this day, even you, the things 
which make for peace! But now they have been hidden from your eyes. 
John 2:4-And Jesus *said to her, “Woman, what does that have to do 
with us? My hour has not yet come.” 
 
Zech 12:10- I will pour out on the house of David and on the inhabitants 
of Jerusalem, the Spirit of grace and of supplication, so that they will 
look on Me whom they have pierced; and they will mourn for Him, as 
one mourns for an only son, and they will weep bitterly over Him like 
the bitter weeping over a firstborn. 
 
John 10:17-18- For this reason the Father loves Me, because I lay down 
My life so that I may take it again. 18 No one has taken it away from Me, 
but I lay it down on My own initiative. I have authority to lay it down, 
and I have authority to take it up again. This commandment I received 
from My Father.” 
 
Heb 13:20-21- Now the God of peace, who brought up from the dead the 
great Shepherd of the sheep through the blood of the eternal covenant, 
even Jesus our Lord, 21 equip you in every good thing to do His will, 
working in us that which is pleasing in His sight, through Jesus Christ, to 
whom be the glory forever and ever.
