Cross References

Matt 7:28-29- When Jesus had finished these words, the crowds were
amazed at His teaching; % for He was teaching them as one having
authority, and not as their scribes.

Acts 4:13- Now as they observed the confidence of Peter and John and
understood that they were uneducated and untrained men, they were
amazed, and began to recognize them as having been with Jesus.

2 Pet 3:3-7-Know this first of all, that in the last days mockers will come
with their mocking, following after their own lusts, *and saying, “Where
Is the promise of His coming? For ever since the fathers fell asleep, all
continues just as it was from the beginning of creation.” ® For when they
maintain this, it escapes their notice that by the word of God the heavens

*said to Him, “How do You know me?” Jesus answered and said to him,
“Before Philip called you, when you were under the fig tree, | saw you.”

John 2:24-25-But Jesus, on His part, was not entrusting Himself to them,
for He knew all men, *>and because He did not need anyone to testify
concerning man, for He Himself knew what was in man.

John 4:17-18-The woman answered and said, “I have no husband.” Jesus
*said to her, “You have correctly said, ‘I have no husband’; *° for you
have had five husbands, and the one whom you now have is not your
husband; this you have said truly. The woman *said to Him, “Sir, |
perceive that You are a prophet."

John 4:13-15- Jesus answered and said to her, “Everyone who drinks of
this water will thirst again; ** but whoever drinks of the water that I will
give him shall never thirst; but the water that | will give him will
become in him a well of water springing up to eternal life.” The woman
said to Him, “Sir, give me this water, so | will not be thirsty nor come all
the way here to draw.”
