Luke 19:10-For the Son of Man has come to seek and to save that which 
was lost. 

John 19:31- Then the Jews, because it was the day of preparation, so that 
the bodies would not remain on the cross on the Sabbath (for that 
Sabbath was a high day), asked Pilate that their legs might be broken, 
and that they might be taken away.

My wisdom also 
stood by me. 10 All that my eyes desired I did not refuse them. I did not 
withhold my heart from any pleasure, for my heart was pleased because 
of all my labor and this was my reward for all my labor. 11 Thus I 
considered all my activities which my hands had done and the labor 
which I had exerted, and behold all was vanity and striving after wind 
and there was no profit under the sun.
