John 1:3-5-All things came into being through Him, and apart from Him 
nothing came into being that has come into being. In Him was life, and 
the life was the Light of men. The Light shines in the darkness, and the 
darkness did not comprehend it. 

John 1:50-Jesus answered and said to him, “Because I said to you that I 
saw you under the fig tree, do you believe? You will see greater things 
than these.” 

John 21:2-Simon Peter, and Thomas called Didymus, and Nathanael of 
Cana in Galilee, and the sons of Zebedee, and two others of His disciples 
were together.

But Naaman was furious and 
went away and said, “Behold, I thought, ‘He will surely come out to me 
and stand and call on the name of the LORD his God, and wave his hand 
over the place and cure the leper.’ Are not Abanah and Pharpar, the 
rivers of Damascus, better than all the waters of Israel? Could I not wash 
in them and be clean?” So he turned and went away in a rage. Then his 
servants came near and spoke to him and said, “My father, had the 



prophet told you to do some great thing, would you not have done it? 
How much more then, when he says to you, ‘Wash, and be clean’?” So 
he went down and dipped himself seven times in the Jordan, according to 
the word of the man of God; and his flesh was restored like the flesh of a 
little child and he was clean. 

John 21:3-6- Simon Peter *said to them, “I am going fishing.” They said 
to him, “We will also come with you.” They went out and got into the 
boat; and that night they caught nothing. But when the day was now 
breaking, Jesus stood on the beach; yet the disciples did not know that it 
was Jesus. So Jesus *said to them, “Children, you do not have any fish, 
do you?” They answered Him, “No.” And He said to them, “Cast the net 
on the right-hand side of the boat and you will find a catch.” So they 
cast, and then they were not able to haul it in because of the great 
number of fish.
