Cross References

John 6:8-9-One of His disciples, Andrew, Simon Peter's brother, said to
Him, "There is a lad here who has five barley loaves and two fish, but
what are these for so many people?"

John 12:20-22-Now there were some Greeks among those who were
going up to worship at the feast; these then came to Philip, who was
from Bethsaida of Galilee, and began to ask him, saying, "Sir, we wish
to see Jesus." Philip came and told Andrew; Andrew and Philip came
and told Jesus.

John 6:5-7- Therefore Jesus, lifting up His eyes and seeing that a large
crowd was coming to Him, *said to Philip, “Where are we to buy bread,
so that these may eat?” This He was saying to test him, for He Himself
knew what He was intending to do. Philip answered Him, “Two hundred
denarii worth of bread is not sufficient for them, for everyone to receive
a little.”

John 14:8-9- Philip *said to Him, “Lord, show us the Father, and it is
enough for us.” ® Jesus *said to him, “Have | been so long with you, and
yet you have not come to know Me, Philip? He who has seen Me has
seen the Father; how can you say, ‘Show us the Father’?

Luke 24:27- Then beginning with Moses and with all the prophets, He
explained to them the things concerning Himself in all the Scriptures.

Luke 24:44- Now He said to them, “These are My words which | spoke
to you while | was still with you, that all things which are written about
Me in the Law of Moses and the Prophets and the Psalms must be
fulfilled.”

John 5:39- You search the Scriptures because you think that in them you
have eternal life; it is these that testify about Me



John 5:46- For if you believed Moses, you would believe Me, for he
wrote about Me.

Matt 2:23- and came and lived in a city called Nazareth. This was to
fulfill what was spoken through the prophets: “He shall be called a
Nazarene.”

Isa 53:3- He was despised and forsaken of men, A man of sorrows and
acquainted with grief; And like one from whom men hide their face He
was despised, and we did not esteem Him.

Ps 22:6- But | am a worm and not a man, A reproach of men and
despised by the people.

John 2:11- This beginning of His signs Jesus did in Cana of Galilee, and
manifested His glory, and His disciples believed in Him.
