John 3:3-5- Jesus answered and said to him, "Truly, truly, | say to you,
unless one is born again he cannot see the kingdom of God." Nicodemus
said to Him, "How can a man be born when he is old? He cannot enter a
second time into his mother's womb and be born, can he?" Jesus
answered, "Truly, truly, I say to you, unless one is born of water and the
Spirit he cannot enter into the kingdom of God.

John 1:12-13- But as many as received Him, to them He gave the right
to become children of God, even to those who believe in His name, who
were born, not of blood nor of the will of the flesh nor of the will of
man, but of God.

John 1:14- And the Word became flesh, and dwelt among us, and we
saw His glory, glory as of the only begotten from the Father, full of
grace and truth

1 John 1:1-3- What was from the beginning, what we have heard, what
we have seen with our eyes, what we have looked at and touched with
our hands, concerning the Word of Life—and the life was manifested,
and we have seen and testify and proclaim to you the eternal life, which
was with the Father and was manifested to us—what we have seen and
heard we proclaim to you also, so that you too may have fellowship with



us; and indeed our fellowship is with the Father, and with His Son Jesus
Christ.

2 Sam 7:14- 1 will be a father to him and he will be a son to Me; when
he commits iniquity, | will correct him with the rod of men and the
strokes of the sons of men

Ps 2:7- | will surely tell of the decree of the LORD: He said to Me, '"You
are My Son, Today | have begotten You

John 1:7-8- He came as a witness, to testify about the Light, so that all
might believe through him. He was not the Light, but he came to testify
about the Light.

Heb 13:20-21- Now the God of peace, who brought up from the dead the
great Shepherd of the sheep through the blood of the eternal covenant,
even Jesus our Lord, equip you in every good thing to do His will,
working in us that which is pleasing in His sight, through Jesus Christ, to
whom Dbe the glory forever and ever.
