Dispensational Theology is a
System of Theology
Traditional-normative dispensational theology is a system that

embodies three essential, fundamental concepts called the sine
gua neon (lit. “without which is not”):

1. The consistent use of a plain, normal, literal,
grammatical-historical method of interpretation;

2. Which reveals that the Chureh is distinct from Israel;

3. God’s overall purpose is to bring glory to Himself
(Eph. 1:6, 12, 14).

Slide 16 Dispensational Theology is a
System of Theology:

Doxological Purpose
A. God’s ultimate purpose for the ages is to glorify
Himself. Scripture is not human-centered, as though
salvation were the principle point, but God-centered,
because His glory is at the center.

. The glory of God is the primary principle that unifies
all dispensations, the program of salvation being just
one of the means by which God glorifies Himself.
Each si e revelation of God’s plan for the
ages, as well as His dealing with the elect, non-elect,
angels, and nations all manifest His glory.

Intro

Constable-The length of this section of the prayer suggests that Jesus
had greater concern for His disciples' welfare than for His own.

Blum-Jesus prayed for His disciples before He chose them (Luke 6:12),
during His ministry (John 6:15), at the end of His ministry (Luke 22:32),
here (John 17:6-19), and later in heaven (Rom. 8:34; Heb. 7:25).

VS 6-7-

Isa 52:16-Therefore My people shall know My name; therefore in that
day I am the one who is speaking, ‘Here [ am.””

John 14:6-Jesus *said to him, “I am the way, and the truth, and the life;
no one comes to the Father but through Me.

John 14:9-Jesus *said to him, “Have I been so long with you, and yet
you have not come to know Me, Philip? He who has seen Me has seen
the Father; how can you say, ‘Show us the Father’?

If they persecuted
Me, they will also persecute you; if they kept My word, they will keep
yours also.

tents as far as Sodom. ** Now the men of Sodom were wicked
Mexceedingly and sinners against the LORD.

Gen. 19:1-Now the two angels came to Sodom in the evening as Lot was
sitting in the gate of Sodom. When Lot saw them, he rose to meet them
and @powed down with his face to the ground.

Gen. 19:7-8-and said, “Please, my brothers, do not act wickedly. ® Now
behold, I have two daughters who have not “had relations with man;
please let me bring them out to you, and do to them Swhatever you like;
only do nothing to these men, inasmuch as they have come under the
Mshelter of my roof.”

2 Pet. 2:7-8-and if He rescued righteous Lot, oppressed by the sensual
conduct of unprincipled men 2 (for by what he saw and heard that
righteous man, while living among them, felt his righteous soul
tormented day after day by their lawless deeds)

Gen. 19:14-Lot went out and spoke to his sons-in-law, who @were to
marry his daughters, and said, “Up, get out of this place, for the LORD
will destroy the city.” But he appeared to his sons-in-law ®to be jesting.
