Wiersbe-"With the mind, we learn God's truth through the Word. With
the heart, we love God's truth, His Son [cf. 14:6].

Gen. 13:10, 12-Lot lifted up his eyes and saw all the Pvalley of the
Jordan, that it was well watered everywhere—this was before the LORD
destroyed Sodom and Gomorrah—Iike the %arden of the LORD, like the
land of Egypt as you go to Zoar...* Abram ]se_ttled in the land of
Canaan, while Lot Usettled in the cities of the Uvalley, and moved his
tents as far as Sodom. ** Now the men of Sodom were wicked
Mexceedingly and sinners against the LORD.

Gen. 19:1-Now the two angels came to Sodom in the evening as Lot was
sitting in the gate of Sodom. When Lot saw them, he rose to meet them
and *'bowed down with his face to the ground.

Gen. 19:7-8-and said, “Please, my brothers, do not act wickedly. ® Now
behold, I have two daughters who have not @had relations with man;
please let me bring them out to you, and do to them Elwhatever you like;
only do nothing to these men, inasmuch as they have come under the
Mshelter of my roof.”

Gen. 19:30-38-Lot went up from Zoar, and [@stayed in the
lmountains, and his two daughters with him; for he was afraid to
lelstay in Zoar; and he ®stayed in a cave, he and his two daughters.

2:7-8-and if He rescued righteous Lot, oppressed by the sensual
conduct of unprincipled men ® (for by what he saw and heard that
righteous man, while living among them, felt his righteous soul
tormented day after day by their lawless deeds)

Gen. 19:14-Lot went out and spoke to his sons-in-law, who were to
marry his daughters, and said, “Up, get out of this place, for the LORD
will destroy the city.” But he appeared to his sons-in-law to be jesting.
